GPA or Numeric Average?

A Cherokee county uses the numeric scale:
A Based on a 100 point scale.
A Add all of the final grades and divide by number of classes.
A All grades included are on the transcript, including failing grades.

A Failed courses remain on transcript even if credit is made up.

A Honors courses are weighted 5 points. A- 904 100

A AP courses are weighted 10 points. B: 80t 89
C:71¢ 79

D: 70

F: 69 or below




GPA Scale

AColleges and universities use the GPA (Grade Point Average) scale:

HOPE Scholarship

Partial tuition covered ¢t varies by year

Requirements:
A Graduate from an eligible high school
A GPA of at least a 3.0 (calculated by GSFC)

A Academic Rigor: 4 classes that are academically rigorous. See
handout with registration material.

In college, must maintain 3.0 GPA.

If a student falls below a 3.0 GPA in college, they may
only regain the HOPE Scholarship one time after one
full year of classes.

A A student who does not graduate from high school as a
HOPE Scholar, can earn a 3.0 GPA in college.
